November—the Month of the Holy Souls 
November is the month when we remember especially those who have gone before us. We celebrate all the 
saints on November 1st (All Saints’ Day), and we commemorate all the Faithful Departed on November 
2nd (All Souls’ Day). 

We remember especially throughout this month the “Holy Souls”, the souls in purgatory. It is our Catholic 
faith that those who have died and who are destined to enjoy God’s eternal presence in heaven, very often 
have to pass through a period of purification before they can stand before the light of God’s glory. This 
period of purification is called Purgatory; it is a preparation for heaven. The Catechism of the Catholic 
Church puts it this way: 

All who die in God's grace and friendship, but still imperfectly purified, are indeed assured of 
their eternal salvation; but after death they undergo purification, so as to achieve the holiness 
necessary to enter the joy of heaven. [CCC 1030] 

We believe that our prayers can be of help to these “Holy Souls”, and, indeed, we can offer the treasury of 
merits of Christ and of all the faithful through the application of Indulgences to these suffering souls. This 
is what we do especially during this month of November.  

For an explanation of Indulgences, see the Catechism of the Catholic Church, 1471-1479.

Immortal God, holy Lord, Father and Protector of all You have created, we raise our hearts to You today 
for those who have passed out of this mortal life. In Your loving mercy, Father of all, be pleased to receive 
them in Your heavenly company, and forgive the failings and faults they may have done from human 
frailty. Your only Son, Christ, our Saviour, suffered so cruelly that He might deliver them from the second 
death. By his merits may they share in the glory of His victory over sin and death. For all the faithful who 
have died we pray, but in particular for those dear to us, parents, relatives and friends. Nor do we forget all 
who did good to us while on earth, who helped us by their prayers, sacrifice and example. We pray also for 
any who may have done us harm, and stand in special need of Your forgiveness. May the merits and 
prayers of our Virgin Mother, Mary, and those of all the Angels and Saints, speak for us and assist them 
now. This we ask in Christ's name. Amen!

Saints for November 

St. Frances Xavier Cabrini was born Maria Francesca Cabrini on July 15, 1850 in 
Lombardy, Italy.  She was two months premature and the youngest of thirteen children.  
Only three of her siblings survived past adolescence.  Frances became dedicated to living a 
life of religious work from a young age and received a convent education at a school run by 
the Daughters of the Sacred Heart.   
 She graduated with honours and a teaching certificate.  When Frances was 18 she 
applied for admission to the Daughters of the Sacred Heart but was turned down because of 
poor health, instead, a priest asked her to teach at the House of Providence Orphanage in 
Cadagono, Italy.  She taught at the girls’ school for six years and drew a community of 
women in to live the religious way of life.   
 In 1877 she became Mother Cabri after taking her final vows, also adding Xavier to her 
name in honour of St. Francis Xavier.  When the House of Providence Orphanage closed 
her bishop asked her and six other women to found the Missionary Sisters of the Sacred 
Heart to care for the poor children in both schools and hospitals.  In five years, the institute established seven homes 
and a free school and nursery.  Pope Leo XIII urged her to go to the United States, a nation that was becoming 
flooded with Italian immigrants who needed her help.   
 On March 31, 1889, Frances and six other sisters arrived in New York City.  She encountered many 
disappointments and hardships while in the U.S.  They found housing with the convent of the Sisters of Charity.  
Frances received permission to found an orphanage in what is now West Park, New York and now known as Saint 
Cabrini Home.   
 Frances founded 67 institutions all over the U. S., including orphanages, schools and hospitals, caring for the 
poor, uneducated, sick, abandoned and especially Italian immigrants.  Frances died on December 22, 1917 at the age 
of 67 in Chicago, Illinois.

St. Andrew, the Apostle, was the older brother to St. Peter.  According to the New 
Testament, Andrew was born in the village of Bethsaida on the Sea of Galilee in the early first 
century. Much like his younger brother, Simon Peter, Andrew was also a fisherman.  In the 
Gospel of Matthew, it is said Jesus was walking along the shore of the Sea of Galilee and saw 
Andrew and Simon Peter fishing. It is then he asked the two to become disciples and "fishers 
of men."   
 The Gospel of John tells a story, stating Andrew was a disciple of John the Baptist. 
When Jesus walked by one day, John the Baptist stated, "Behold, the Lamb of God!" It is then 
that Andrew and another made the decision to follow Jesus.  It is believed Andrew was one of 
the closer disciples to Jesus. It was he who told Jesus about the boy with the loaves and fishes, 
according to John 6:8. When Philip wanted to speak to Jesus about Greeks seeking him, he 
spoke to Andrew first. Andrew was also present at the last supper.  Per Christian tradition, 
Andrew went on to preach the Good News around the shores of the Black Sea and throughout 

what is now Greece and Turkey.  
 Andrew was martyred by crucifixion in Patras. He was bound, rather than nailed, to a cross, as is described in 
the Acts of Andrew. He was crucified on a cross form known as "crux decussata," which is an X-shaped cross or a 
"saltire." Today this is commonly referred to as "St. Andrew's Cross." It is believed Andrew requested to be crucified 
this way, because he deemed himself "unworthy to be crucified on the same type of cross as Jesus."  
  Andrew's remains were originally preserved at Patras. However, some believe St. Regulus, a monk at Patras, 
received a vision telling him to hide some of Andrew's bones. Shortly after Regulus' dream, many of Andrew's relics 
were transferred to Constantinople by order of the Roman emperor Constantius II around 357. Regulus later received 
orders in a second dream telling him to take the bones "to the ends of the earth." He was to build a shrine for them 
wherever he shipwrecked. He landed on the coat of Fife, Scotland.  
  In September 1964, Pope Paul VI had all of St. Andrew's relics that ended up in Vatican City sent back to 
Patras. Now, many of Andrew's relics and the cross on which he was martyred are kept in the Church of St. Andrew 
in Patras.   His saltire cross is featured on the flag of Scotland and is represented in much of his iconography.   
 St. Andrew is the patron saint of fishermen and singers. He is also the patron saint to several countries and cities 
including: Scotland, Romania, Russia, Ukraine and Patras and his feast day is celebrated on November 30.
